Clicking Email will open a new email in your default client 
(Outlook, Mail, or Gmail, for example) with the following 
information:
 a) Code Name
 b) Chapter Number and Title  
 c) Section Number and Title (if applicable)
 d) Link to that piece of the Code in eCode360

1. Select Section, Article or Chapter(s) you want to email or 
print by checking box next to selection

 b) Slider to adjust text size
