Halloween trick-or-treating will be on Monday, October 31 from 5:00
p.m. to 7:30 p.m. in the Village of East Troy. Trick-or-treating is always
a fun and enjoyable time for children and parents. As with any activi-
ty, trick-or-treating also can represent certain hazards and risks. Be-
Halloween Safety low are some safety tips to remember for trick-or-treating this year.

Children’s Costumes

o Costumes should be bright and reflective. Shoes should be com-
fortable and costumes should be short enough to prevent tripping

Department and entanglement.

« If necessary add reflective tape or stripping to costumes and/or
trick-or-trick bags for greater visibility.

« Eye holes in children’s costumes should be large enough for good
peripheral vision.

« If weather is cold, children should have warm clothing under their
costumes.

o Costume props such as toy guns or swords should be made of plia-
ble material.

« Realistic replica firearms should never be used.

« All children and their escorts should have flashlights available for
use when it gets dark.

« Place name, emergency identification and address on the costume
and/or bracelet in case children get separated from family or
friends.

Tips for Trick-or-Treating

o A parent or responsible adult should always accompany young chil-
dren when they are trick-or-treating.

« If children trick-or-treat without adult they should be with a group
of children and not alone.

o Advise children they should never enter a stranger’s home.

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Tips for Trick-or-Treating Continued...

P Chlldren trick-or-treating should obey all traffic and pedestrian regulations. Do S

not allow children to cross the middle of the roadway. Always use crosswalks or
cross from one corner of the street to the other corner.

o Children trick-or-treating should remain on well-lit streets and always try to use
the sidewalk and never cut across yards.

« Children should only trick-or-treat in well-known neighborhoods at homes that
have a porch-light on.

o Instruct children not to eat any treats or candy until it has been brought home
and inspected.

o Children should be told to walk and don’t run from house to house.

o Children should be warned not to approach unfamiliar pets and animals.

o When trick-or-treating do not allow children to bicycle, roller-blade or skate-
board.

« Do not leave bags, backpacks, wagons, strollers or anything else you are carrying
unattended.

After Trick-or-Treating

o When children return home empty all trick-or-treat candy and items received on a
table to be examined.

« Discard any unpackaged, open, and half-open candy or items the children were giv-
en.

o For the small children examine all treats for possible choking hazards and discard
those items.

Happy trick-or-treating this year with your children or those children stopping by
your residence for their treat. Remember if you see someone or something you
believe is not quite right or suspicious do not hesitate to call the police. When
calling please know your location, description and direction of travel of person or
vehicle or any other information that may be important
for the police to know when responding.
