Alan Boyes, Chief Boyes completed 8 years of service with the Village of East Troy Police
Department on December 17, 2015. Chief Boyes earned a Master’s Degree in Business and
Organizational Management from Webster University. Chief Boyes has attended the
Northwestern University’s School of Police Staff and Command and the Executive Management
Program for Law Enforcement. He attended Chemical, Biological and Radiological Training
(COBRA) for Police at the Center for Domestic Preparedness and Incident Response to Suicide
Bombers and Prevention of Suicide Bombers for Police at New Mexico Tech. His law
enforcement career started in 1978. He served with the United States Army Military Police
Corps, Lincolnshire Illinois Police Department and the Village of East Troy Police Department.

Jeremy Swendrowski, Deputy Chief Swendrowski started with the Village of East Troy Police
Department in September 1999. Deputy Chief Swendrowski earned a Bachelor’s Degree from
University of Wisconsin La Crosse and attended the Northwestern University’s School of Police
Staff and Command.

Traffic

The number of arrests for Operation of a Motor Vehicle While Intoxicated increased in 2015 to
40 from 38 in 2014, or 5.25%. Operation of a Motor Vehicle While Revoked/Suspended arrests
increased from 160 in 2014 to 212 in 2015 or an increase of 32.5%.

Traffic Citations are issued for OWI-1% offense and all other traffic related violations. A 54.53%
increase was recorded in the amount of traffic citations issued.

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Warning Citations
During 2015, police officers issued 253 warning citations, mostly for traffic offenses. The
warning citations account for less than 15% of all citations or cases referred.

Warning citations are issued mainly for correctable vehicle equipment and registration
violations. Warnings are issued in one of three ways, correct immediately prior to driving any
farther, five or ten day correction notices. The five and ten day correction notices require the
driver to bring the vehicle with the violation corrected to any police department and have an
officer verify the correction has been made. The warning is then sent to the Village of East Troy
Police department were the violation is noted as corrected. If the driver fails to correct the
violation and does not return the citations to the Village of East Troy Police Department in the
required amount of time, the officer will send the driver a traffic citation with the fine amount
and a court date which to pay the citation by. This citation is transmitted to the Wisconsin
Department of Transportation where it is added to the drives permanent driving record.



Traffic accidents increased in 2015 to 107 from a low in 2014 of 77. This shows a 38.96%
increase over 2014. 1 fatal accident occurred in 2015.

Cases and Citations to Circuit Court

Criminal arrests where a citation was issued to the subject at time of arrest or and did not
mandate a Bond Hearing in front of a judge or court commissioner.

Juvenile cases referred to District Attorney or Juvenile Intake. (Prior to 2012, Referred Juvenile
Cases were reported with cases sent to the District Attorney).These cases involve repeat
offenders or the more serious incidents, which do not qualify for the Municipal Court of Judge
Cotter. A 69.11% decrease has been recorded.

Municipal Citations are issued for local ordinance offenses and are heard in the Village of East
Troy Municipal Court. 2015 saw an increase in the number of individuals cited by a municipal
citation. Municipal citations are bond forfeiture citations only. In 2015, 180 municipal citations
were issued and in 2014, 164 municipal citations were issued. This a 9.76% increase in the
number of municipal citations issued.

Training Officer

The State of Wisconsin mandates all law enforcement officers have a minimum of 60 college
credits or an Associate’s Degree prior to certification as a police officer. (East Troy has four
officers a Bachelor’s Degree or higher.) Additionally officers must attend 24 hours of training
per year. Departments are required to their send full time officers and part-time officers when
the department is the primary employer.

Training is an important part of any police agency and is much more valuable to a smaller
agency such as East Troy. Keeping officers up to date and providing them with up to date
training allows them to be able to handle different situations, which they may become exposed
too. With continued training, the public views the officers as a more professional agency and
better respected. | have not included all the training the officers received during the year only a
portion.

Tour of America’s Dairyland returns to East Troy today

The largest competitive cycling event in the United States, the Tour of America’s Dairyland, will
make its fourth consecutive stop in East Troy today.

The East Troy Cycling Classic began at 11:15 a.m. and is underway with eight hours of high-
energy professional cycling around the village square and nearby streets.

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The Brewers Famous Racing Sausages will be back at this year’s event from 4 to 5 p.m. and East
Troy’s 1st Ever Slow Ride Bike Race will be at 5:40 p.m. The popular Tour de Square Kids Fun
Races will begin at 6 p.m.

The event will feature live music all day, the East Troy Farmers Market and local vendors
offering a variety of food items and beer, soda and water. Many surrounding businesses get in on
the action with race day specials and bike themed items.

East Troy returns to its spot on the second leg of the 11-day series, which kicks off in Shorewood
on June 18 and concludes in Wauwatosa on June 28.

The East Troy race start and finish will be on the east side of the square (2096 Church St.). The
cyclists will ride laps around the half-mile course between 11:15 a.m. and 8 p.m. for timed races
that range from 40 to 90 minutes.

“It’s a big day for East Troy. About 500 athletes are expected to compete in the race with
amateur events in the morning and professional events later in the day,” said Vanessa Lenz, East
Troy Area Chamber of Commerce Executive Director. “Cyclists race on a closed course and
make multiple laps, giving spectators the chance to see them whiz by every three minutes.”

The race will shut down streets on the course, but local businesses will remain open.

Parking will be available in the Chester Byrnes lot, 2031 Division St., and a golf cart shuttle will
be available by texting or calling (262) 642-3770.

Admission is free and spectators may watch the race from anywhere on the racecourse.

A raffle will be held to win a Trek bike. Tickets will be sold at local businesses prior to and the
day of the bike race for $5 each.

The title sponsor for the East Troy Cycling Classic is the Dennis and Janice Klumb Family
Foundation, which put up half of the bid fees to host the race. The East Troy Area Chamber of
Commerce serves as the local host, with funding for the balance of the fees donated by other
local and regional sponsors.

The race series, produced by Midwest Cycling Series, LLC, is now in its sixth year.

2014 was a record-breaking year for the Tour of America’s Dairyland, sponsored by Wisconsin
Milk Marketing Board, featuring an average of 550 racers per day from 13 countries and 43 of
the United States competing for more than $175,000 in cash and prizes before 150,000
screaming fans.

Troy Liquor to stay open

Village Board approves liquor license, with stipulations

The East Troy Village Board approved the liquor and operator licenses for Troy Liquor at the
Monday night meeting, but there were conditions attached.

The board met in closed session with the owner of Troy Liquor, Punja Soni, and her attorney
before the regular meeting Monday night and both parties reached an agreement to keep the
liquor store open.

The stipulation agreement states that it is in the interest of both the village and the business to
keep it operating on the village square. It goes on to stipulate if there are allegations of non-
compliance or a violation of the agreement all the licenses could be revoked.

One of the concerns about the business, brought to the board by Village Police Chief Alan Boyes
when Troy Liquor first applied for its licenses renewals was the question of who exactly owned
the business. Boyes told the board at the time there was some indication that Soni wasn’t the
actual owner, but that Ashish Patel owned the business and she was more of a figurehead.

The stipulation agreement says that Soni must operate the business herself and that she is in fact
the sole shareholder of A.M. Sons Inc., which does business as Troy Liquor. It goes on to state
that Soni “shall restrict Ashish Patel from actively managing Troy Liquor (i.e. keeping books and
records and purchasing for the business) and that Punja Soni shal be solely responsible for
compliance with the stipulation.”

The agreement allows for Soni to employ Patel as a licensed operator at Troy Liquor and that he
may work on the premises under the sole direction and supervision of Soni.

Historical Society 5K

The Village Board approved a request from the East Troy Historical Society and Silver Circle
Sports Events to hold a 5K run/walk in the village on Saturday, Aug. 29.

The run/walk will “roll” through the village with police escort with traffic able to pass on one
side of the road.
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“We’re not closing the streets down like the bike race,” Boyes told the board.

The race itself will run about an hour to an hour and a half, Boyes said, and while it might cause
some inconvenience for residents on the race circuit, he said didn’t think it would be a big
problem.

“I’ve done races like this before and it should be relatively smooth,” he said.

Man injured while skydiving in East Troy

A member of the U.S. Army parachute team was injured last night while skydiving in East Troy.

Staff Sgt. Chris Clark was on the last jump of the day with Skydive Milwaukee at the East Troy
Municipal Airport when he experienced a parachute malfunction at about 8:30 p.m. and his main
chute didn’t open.

“It was a standard parachute jump and he had a malfunction with his main parachute and used
the reserve,” Donna Dickson, U.S. Army media relations, said. “The reserve opened and he just
landed hard and had a fracture of the spine and his right ankle.”

Dickson said the injury to his spine was “minor” and he had surgery on his ankle at Froedtert
Hospital in Milwaukee after being transported there by ambulance after the accident Thursday
night.

Dickson said Clark was “in good and stable condition” after the surgery and is expected to make
a full recovery.

Clark is in town with the U.S. Army parachute team the Golden Nights for the Milwaukee Air
and Water Show this weekend, Dickson said. He jumps with the Black Demonstration Team and
has logged more than 4,000 jumps. He is from Salem, Ohio, and is married with one child.
Dickson said he is stationed at Fort Bragg, N.C. Clark joined the Army in 2004 and has been a
part of the team for about 8 years, Dickson said. He is also a parachute rigger.

Village of East Troy Police Chief Alan Boyes said alcohol and drugs do not appear to be a factor
in the accident.

Dickson said it’s very common for the team members to jump on their own time to practice on
their own and with each other.
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Dickson said the Army parachute teams will be at the Milwaukee Air and Water Show on
Milwaukee’s lakefront this weekend performing and signing autographs at the recruiting booth
where they pack their parachutes.

The Golden Knights can be seen at the Air and Water Show on at 11 a.m. and 8 p.m. on
Saturday, and at 11:10 a.m. and 2:30 p.m. on Sunday, on Milwaukee’s lakefront.

One dead, two injured in crash on Highway 20

A 43-year-old Waterford man was killed Saturday afternoon when his motorcycle was struck
head on by an SUV at the intersection of Highway 20 and Division Street in East Troy.

Andrew Pearson died at the scene according to Village of East Troy Police Chief Alan Boyes.
Pearson’s wife Antrea Pearson, 48, was on the motorcycle with him and was injured. She was
transported Froedtert Hospital in Milwaukee by East Troy Emergency Services and underwent

surgery on Saturday, according to Boyes.

A second man, Jeffrey Marker, 55, of Mukwonago, who was on his own motorcycle was also hit
and transported to Waukesha Memorial Hospital with injuries.

Boyes said the preliminary investigation indicates a sport-utility vehicle driven by Andre Carroll,
19, of Milwaukee, crossed the double-yellow centerline striking the motorcycles head on.

Boyes said that while he had heard rumors that Carroll was passing a car stopped at the
intersection to allow pedestrians to cross the highway at the time of the crash, the investigation
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had only indicated the SUV crossed the centerline into oncoming traffic. Boyes said it’s possible
Carroll “was trying to pass or he could have just fallen asleep and just crossed over.” He said
there was no evidence at this time that there were pedestrians crossing the street at the time of the
crash.

Boyes said the Police Department is waiting on the report from the Walworth County Crash
Investigation Unit and they are still investigating the crash. Boyes said more charges could be
filed against Carroll, depending on the results of the pending toxicology tests.

Carroll was arrested and confined to Walworth County Jail Saturday. A $150,000 cash bond was
set Monday and Carroll was charged in Walworth County Circuit Court Tuesday morning with
second-degree reckless homicide, knowingly operating without a valid license — causing death,
and two counts of first-degree recklessly endangering safety.

Carroll faces up to 71 years in jail and $160,000 in fines if convicted of the felony charges.

He was scheduled to make an initial appearance in Walworth County Court on Tuesday
afternoon. Judge David Reddy will be presiding over the court hearings.

The Wisconsin State Patrol and Town of East Troy Police units assisted the Village of East Troy
at the accident scene.

A bad intersection

The intersection of Highway 20 and Division Street has been a concern of residents and village
officials for a while.

“We’ve lived on that road for the last 25 years and the traffic has increased immensely because
of all the new subdivisions,” Kay Kittelson said Monday. “It’s the main road into town and it’s
highly congested.”

Kittleson said getting on to the highway from the side roads can be difficult in high-traffic times
such as rush hour or when school lets out.

Village of East Troy Board President Randy Timms said the village would be contacting the
Wisconsin Department of Transportation to see what could be done about the intersection.

“It’s a state-owned highway, so it’s up to them as to what can be done,” Timms said. “Whether
it’s stop signs or lights, they’re going to have to make the call.”

Boyes said, if nothing else, he’d like to see a lighted crosswalk for pedestrians to be able to get
across the highway safely.

“It would be nice if people could at least hit a button and cross with traffic stopped,” Boyes said.



Milwaukee man to be arraigned in fatal
crash

A Milwaukee man is scheduled to be arraigned Nov. 20 on felony charges in connection with a
Sept. 12 crash in East Troy that killed a motorcyclist.

Andrew Carroll, 19, was charged Sept. 15 in Walworth County Circuit Court with second-degree
reckless homicide; knowingly operating a motor vehicle without a valid license, causing death;
and two counts of first-degree recklessly endangering safety.

Carroll was allegedly driving from Whitewater to Milwaukee after a night of drinking beer and
smoking marijuana when he veered into the oncoming lane of traffic on Highway 20 at Division
Street and caused a collision that resulted in the sport utility vehicle and a motorcycle catching
fire.

The crash killed Andrew T. Pearson, 43, and injured his wife, Antrea Pearson, who were on the
motorcycle that caught fire, according to the criminal complaint. Andrew Pearson was dead at
the scene, and Antrea Pearson was taken to Froedtert Hospital in Wauwatosa with a broken left
arm and leg, according to the complaint.

Another motorcyclist, Jeffrey G. Marker, was taken to Waukesha Memorial Hospital with a
broken pelvis and a fracture at the base of his skull, according to the complaint.

Carroll did not have a valid driver’s license and said he fell asleep while driving

Police are looking for the man who tried to rob the employees at Salon Reneu on the East
Troy village square at about 5:30 p.m. last night.

The Village of East Troy Police Department is investigating an attempted armed robbery of
Salon Reneu on the East Troy village square at about 5:30 p.m. Wednesday.
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According to a Facebook post from the Police Department, the suspect entered the salon, which
is only identified by “2893 Main St.” in the post, with a weapon displayed and demanded the
employee’s purses. The subject was last seen fleeing on foot toward Church Street.

Salon owner Jen Hougelin confirmed the incident took place at her business. Hougelin said she
and her employee Jamie Legas were able to fight off the suspect in the attempted robbery and the
suspect left the salon without any money. Hougelin and Legas both suffered minor injuries,
including bruises and lacerations. There was one client in the salon at the time of the incident.

“I’m just glad I wasn’t here by myself and that we’re all okay,” Hougelin said.
The suspect is described as a white male about 5 feet 7 to 5 feet 8 inches tall, thin build with salt
and pepper hair and side burns and in his 50s. He was wearing a red-and-black flannel,

sunglasses, and orange stocking cap.
