How we became the  

Tri-Troy Area 

To celebrate our 125th anniversary we are concluding the series of 
stories focusing on the founding of the area and the Village’s in-
corporation.  In this edition we will share a legendary story about 
how we became the Tri-Troy area and how each municipality got 
its name (Village of East Troy, Town of East Troy, and Town of 
Troy). 
The entire Tri-Troy territory was originally known as Troy.  It was 
named after Troy, New York, because many of the settlers origi-
nated from this area.  In 1843 the state legislature split the terri-
tory because they determined the Troy territory was too large for 
one township.  The western part was named Meacham after an 
early settler, Jesse Meacham, and the eastern part retained the 
name of Troy.   
The residents of the western area and Mr. Meacham were not 
satisfied with the name of their territory.  Mr. Meacham set out 
to the state capitol to claim the name of Troy for the western 
territory.  When Jacob Burgeit, a representative of the eastern 
territory, learned of Mr. Meacham’s trip he also set out via wagon 
to the state capitol to plead his case for the eastern territory to 
retain the name Troy.  (Jacob Burgit was also featured in our sec-
ond quarter 2025 newsletter).  However, Burgit was too late.  Mr. 
Meacham had already been successful in retaining the name of 
Troy for the western part of the territory.  Therefore, we in the 
eastern area of the territory became East Troy.  Later, the Village 
incorporated and that is the story of how we became the Village 
of East Troy, Town of East Troy, and Town of Troy.

You may notice your water pressure varying and potential sediment causing water discolora-

tion. Residents are urged to observe clarity of their water prior to use. If discoloration appears, run cold 

tap water until it clears. Flushing is done as part of routine maintenance and to maintain the integrity of 

the water system.

Grass-clippings, leaves, flowers, and yard waste. 

Specific Requirements 
Brush or branches no bigger than 6 inches in diameter. 
No stumps of any kind. 
MUST empty all bags and take them with you. 
Place material on appropriate piles . 
No building material refuse. 
No Lot clearing materials. 
All brush must be hand unloaded.

Overnight Parking 

 

Winter Overnight Parking Permit requirements begin November 1, 2024. Seasonal and Overnight Park-

ing Permits are available for purchase for $75 per permit (limit 2 per household) online via our website, 

easttroywi.gov. The Village Board has deemed holders of Winter Overnight Parking Permits can utilize 

the municipal parking lot at 2108 Church Street for overnight parking if needed during the season. 

Keeping Storm Drains Clear  

You can help reduce flooding on our roadways by picking up yard waste on your property and making 
sure nearby storm drains are free of leaves.  
Take the following actions to keep storm drains clear:  

• Pick up leaves and other yard waste from your property and put it in yard waste bins for pick up.  

• If it can be done safely, remove leaves and other debris from storm drains with a rake.  

• Do not rake or blow leaves into any public street as this is a Village ordinance violation.
